e DD when asked about Regional Plans in Scotland said there are differences to the English Regional
Plans. PG pointed out that HE was responsible for the plans in England.

e MH/DD/PG have submitted a workshop session to CIfA 2025 Conference in Birmingham on this MH
topic. It is planned to be a presentation of 5 papers with a workshop/discussion on the topic. We
await the decision of CIfA organisers as to whether it is accepted or not.
